Player Rotation Policy

The recreation program of West Linn Youth Basketball has a mandatory-playing rule that states that all players in attendance at a given game will receive equal playing time during that game.

Logistically, three minutes into each quarter there will be an official time out.  The clock will be stopped at the three-minute mark, but the referees will let play continue until there is an appropriate stopping point (for instance, the referees should not stop play in the middle of a fast break).  Coaches will then rotate players.  Other than for injuries, no other substituting of players is allowed.

The attached forms are intended to help the coach manage playing time and provide documentation of your rotation schedule.  It is recommended that the schedule be completed before the game, with limited changes during the game.  Scorekeepers will be asked to track playing time in the scorebooks to ensure that each player plays an equal number of three-minute segments.  Exceptions, other than those caused by an odd number of players, should be reported to the Players Advocate or the President of the Association.
